Sharing is not always good!

As children, we’re taught to share with others. As adults, we try to pass
that lesson on to our children. But sharing is not always a good thing.

It is not good to share logon identification account information and pass-
words. According to University ITS security policies, we should all ensure
that our accounts are not shared with anyone else. 

When using the Central Stores Online Ordering System, we ask that you
do not share your login ID with anyone else—orders should not be placed
under someone else’s name/logon identification. Doing so can cause prob-
lems if Central Stores needs to contact you about your order, and it can also
lead to delivery errors. In addition, we have had situations where unautho-
rized users have mistakenly chosen incorrect FRS codes for their Central
Stores orders.

We can always set up additional Central Stores Online Ordering users for
your department. Just give us a call at 486-3626 to start the process, which is
very quick. 

Remember that no logon identification is needed for using our online cat-
alog. The online catalog is a convenient way to search our current inventory
and to check pricing without placing an order. To access the online catalog,
please visit the Central Stores web site, http://www.stores.uconn.edu/ and
click on the link “Catalog.”

Want that purchase order 
processed faster? So do we!

Our goal is to process purchase requests in a timely and efficient manner,
minimizing delays in delivery of the items you’ve requested. When submit-
ting purchase requisitions it’s important to provide the information required
by Purchasing and the vendors in order to expedite your request. Requisitions
should have the vendor’s name, quote number and pricing specified in the
line item/header. Quotes must be current, no more than 30 days old, specify
the part number(s), description(s) and pricing. NOTE: The pricing on the req-
uisition must match the quote pricing total; items cannot be crossed off manu-
ally on a vendor’s quote. Also be sure to write the requisition number on the
quote when faxing it to the buying team or e-mail the quote to the buyer, ref-
erencing the requisition number in the subject line.
